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	2. Euratom Research and Training Programme
	The Euratom Research and Training Programme, running from 2014 until 2018, complements Horizon 2020. The budget for the three remaining years (2016-2018) for direct and indirect actions in fission and fusion is Ђ872.5 million.

Ukraine joined Euratom Training Programme on 27 June 2016 (Agreement ratified). Ukraine was also associated to the previous Euratom research programmes between 2007 and 2013.

It covers the fusion energy research and development programme, the fission and radiation protection research activities, and the Joint Research Centre direct actions in nuclear security and safety.

The programme will contribute to the ‘Innovation Union’ flagship by supporting policy-relevant, pre-commercial and crosscutting nuclear research and facilitating knowledge and technology transfer process between academia, industry and public authorities.

By putting emphasis on training in all its activities, boosting competitiveness in the current nuclear industry and creating a new sector of high-tech industry for fusion energy in particular, the Euratom Programme will lead to growth and new jobs in a wide range of discipl ines.

	COSME is the EU programme for the Competitiveness of Enterprises and Smalt and Medium-sized Enterprises (SMEs) rann ing from 2014 to 2020 with a planned budget of Ђ2.3bn. Instruments are mainly equity and guarantees.

Ukraine signed the agreement on January 2016.

COSME will support SMEs in four areas:

· Improving access to finance for SMEs in the form of equity and debt,

· Improving access to (foreign) markets,

· Improving framework conditions for the competitiveness and sustainability of enterprises,

· Promoting entrepreneurship and entrepreneurial culture.
	Enterprise, In particular SMEs will be able to benefit from the support provided under the COSME programme (e.g. benefitting more easily of loans or venture capital, access to markets services). Ukrainian SMEs can benefit from 25 sub- programmes within COSME classified according to three Objectives: facilitation to enter external markets, improvement of competitiveness, and improvement of business culture. Among the sub- programmes, there are such important initiatives as Erasmus for Young Entrepreneurs, European Strategic Cluster Partnerships, European Destinations of Excellence, etc.

Business support organisations ie.g. chambers of commerce, cluster organisations) can benefit from dedicated support and networking activities.

Policy makers could benefit from activities (e.g. exchanges of best practices) aiming at improving the framework conditions for business.

An important task within implementation of the programme is to make sure entrepreneurs are aware of COSME opportunities.

Ukrainian businesspeople will receive professional advice and analytics, support for export-import activities, and help with the Expansion of trade and economic relations. The educational component of the program includes information exchange and sharing experience, including the “Erasmus for Entrepreneurs” programme, various industry conferences, training, seminars, exchange programs, and internships.

Moreover, the Enterprise Europe Network (EEN), is now being expanded in Ukraine as a result of COSME. EEN is an online support platform for SMEs designed to boost international cooperation and innovation, as well to enhance technology transfer from research institutions to businesses. EEN-Ukraine will help SMEs find new clients, suppliers, partners, investors, producers or distributors, and provide advice on participation in the EU financial programmes, including info days and training sessions, international fairs, and exhibitions.

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	4. Creative Europe
	With a budget of Ђ1.46 billion Tor 2014-2020, Creative Europe is the new EU programme to support European cinema and die cultural and creative sectors (culture and media sub- programmes).

Ukraine signed the agreement in November 2015.

Creative Europe will allow cultural and creative organisations to collaborate with partners from all over Europe and access funding for cultural cooperation projects, literary translation schemes, and cultural networks and platforms.
	Creative Europe will not be open to applications from individuals, but funding will be received through projects submitted by cultural organisations:

Potential beneficiaries are: artists, cultural and audiovisual professionals and organisations (including SMEs) in the performing arts, fine arts, publishing, film, TV, music, interdisciplinary arts, heritage, and the video games industry.

Virtually all of the projects receiving support will have a cross-border dimension. Most of the budget will be used to provide grants to individual projects. However, the programme will also support initiatives pursuing similar objectives such as European Capitals of Culture, the European Heritage Label, the European Heritage Days and five European Union prizes (EU Prize for Cultural Heritage/Europa Nostra Awards, EU Prize for Contemporary Architecture, EU Prize for Literature, European Border Breakers Awards, and EU Prix MEDIA).

Ukraine is fully eligible to apply in the Culture Sub-Programme, but partially in the Media Sub- programme. 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	5. Erasmus +
	With a total budget of Ђ14.7 billion ERASMUS+ is the European Union Programme for 2014-2020 to support projects, partnerships, events and mobility in the areas of education, training, youth and sport.

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	6. EU Programme for Employment and Social Innovation (EaSI)
	The Employment and Social Innovation (EaSI) programme is a financing instrument at EU level to promote a high level of quality and sustainable employment, guaranteeing adequate and decent social protection, combating social exclusion and poverty and improving working conditions. The total budget for 2014-2020 is EUR 919,469,000 in 2013 orices. However, participation is not currentlv onen to Ukraine.

EaSI is made of three axis supporting:

-job mobility with the EURES axis (18% of the total budget);

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	7. Life Programme
	LIFE is the EU's financial instrument supporting environmental, nature conservation and climate action projects throughout the EU. The general objective of LIFE is to contribute to the implementation, updating and development of EU environmental and climate policy and legislation by co-financing projects with European added value.

For the 2014-2020 funding period, LIFE will contribute approximately Ђ3,4 billion to the protection of the environment and climate. Union funding may take the forms of grants, public procurement contracts, contributions to financial instruments.

The sub-programme for Environment shall have three priority areas:

· Environment and Resource Efficiency;

· Nature and Biodiversity;

· Environmental Governance and Information.

The sub-programme for Climate Action shall have three priority areas:

1. Climate Change Mitigation;

2. Climate Change Adaptation;

3. Climate Governance and Information.
	Proposals may be submitted by legal persons (entities). Applicants may fall into three types of beneficiaries: (1) public bodies, (2) private commercial organisations and (3) private non​commercial organisations (including NGOs).

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	8. European Territorial Cooperation (within the European Regional Development Fund)
	The European Territorial Cooperation (ETC), also referred to as Intenreg, is financed by the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF) and meets the goals of the cohesion policy. Its total envelope of EUR 10.1 billion represents 2.75% of cohesion policy spread across 107 programmes.

The EU thinks that it is necessary to continue supporting or, as appropriate, to establish cross-border, transnational and interregional cooperation with the Union's neighbouring third countries as Ukraine, as such cooperation is an important regional development policy tool and should benefit the regions of the Member States which border third countries as Ukraine. To that effect, the ERDF should contribute to the crossborder and sea-basin programmes established under the European Neighbourhood Instrument (EN1). The idea is that allocations from the ENI are to be transferred in order to pool such allocations with allocations from the ERDF under joint cooperation programmes.
	Organisations that can benefit from regional funding include public bodies, some private sector organisations (especially small businesses), universities, associations, NGOs and voluntary organisations.

Foreign firms with a base in the region covered by the relevant operational programme can also apply, provided they meet European public procurement rules.

In most cases, funding is granted to projects, so you need to develop a project to be eligible for funding, which you will then receive at different stages of the process.
	The rules on flexibility concerning the location of operations outside the programme area should be simplified. In addition, it is necessary to support and facilitate, through specific arrangements, effective cross-border, transnational and interregional cooperation with the Union's neighbouring third countries such as Ukraine where this is necessary to ensure that regions of the Member States are effectively assisted in their development. Accordingly, it is appropriate to authorise on an exceptional basis and under ^certain conditions support from the ERDF for operations located on the territory of neighbouring third countries as Ukraine where those operations are tor the benefit of the regions of the Union.

Ukraine is part of the Danube Region that covers parts of 9 EU countries (Germany, Austria, Hungary, Czech Republic, Slovak Republic, Slovenia. Bulgaria, Romania and Croatia) and 5 non-EU countries ( Serbia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro Ukraine and Moldova).

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	9. Union Civil Protection Mechanism
	In 2001, the EU Civil Protection Mechanism was established, fostering cooperation among national civil protection authorities across Europe to victims of natural and man-made disasters in Europe and elsewhere.

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	11. Justice Programme
	With a budget of EUR. 378 million over the period 2014-2020, the general objective of the Programme shall be to contribute to the further development of a European area of justice based on mutual recognition and mutual trust, in particular by promoting judicial cooperation in civil and criminal matters.

It focuses on the following key areas:

-Judicial cooperation in civil matters, including civil and commercial matters, insolvencies, family matters and successions, etc.

-judicial cooperation in criminal matters -judicial training, including language training on legal terminology, with a view to fostering a common legal and judicial culture -effective access to justice in Europe, including rights of victims of crime and procedural rights in criminal proceedings - initiatives in the field of drugs policy (j udicial cooperation and crime prevention aspects).

-Ensure the highest level of data protection -Promote the rights deriving from Union citizenship,

-Enforce consumer rights.

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	13. Asylum, Migration and Integration Fund
	The Asylum, Migration and Integration Fund (AMIF) contributes to the efficient management of migration flows and development and implementation of the common asylum and immigration policy. For the period 2014-20, EUR 3.1 billion was originally made available for AMIF funding actions, of which EUR 3S5 million through grants and other direct actions (Union actions, Emergency assistance and the European Migration Network). In response to the migration crisis, the overall AMIF allocation has been increased.

It focuses on four objectives:

-strengthen and develop all aspects of the Common European Asylum System;

· support legal migration to the Member States in accordance with their economic and social needs and to promote the effective integration of non-EU nationals;

· enhance fair and effective return strategies in the Member States which contribute to combatting illegal immigration, with an emphasis on sustainability of return and effective readmission in the countries of origin and transit;

· enhance solidarity and responsibility-sharing between the Member States, in particular towards those most affected by migration and asylum flows.
	Examples of beneficiaries of the programmes implemented under this Fund can be state and federal authorities, local public bodies, non-governmental organisations, humanitarian organisations, private and public law companies and education and research organisations promoting the exchange of experiences and best practices, cooperation and networking, and intercultural capacities, as well as improving the quality of services provided.

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	14. Connecting Europe Facility
	The Connecting Europe Facility (CEF) supports toans- European networks and infrastructures in the sectors of transport, telecommunications and energy.

These instruments create significant leverage in their use of EU budget and act as a catalyst to attract further funding from the private sector and other public sector actors.

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	16. Consumer Programme
	The Consumer Programme 2014-2020 with a budget of EUR 188.8 million supports EU consumer policy through grants and an instrument of exchange of officials. It aims at helping the citizens fully enjoy their consumer rights and actively participate in the Single Market.

Participation to the programme is open to European Neighbourhood countries such as Ukraine.

It will focus on four key areas:

· a single market of safe products for the benefit of citizens and as a component of competitive businesses and traders;

· a single market where citizens are well represented by professional consumer organisations who have the capacity to meet today's economic challenges;

· a market where citizens are aware and exercise their rights as consumers.

· an effective collaboration between national bodies to support the enforcement of consumer rights and advise the consumers.
	The end beneficiaries of the Programme are European consumers, through the support offered by the Programme to consumer organisations at EU and national level, as well as Member States' national authorities in charge of product safety and enforcement with the overarching objective of improving the situation of consumers throughout the EU.
